Please note that the SAT is one of the postsecondary readiness
assessments that can be used to meet graduation requirements. PTEC uses these assessments and
others to determine the achievement and growth of our students, ensure appropriate instruction and
resources for students, evaluate the effectiveness of curriculum and instruction, and determine the
performance level of our school in comparison to the district and state.
